In addition, the successful candidate
will be required to lecture at School of Engineering and KIKAN education for
undergraduate students. The candidate will also be required to supervise both Japanese and
non-Japanese students in the bachelor, master and doctoral courses.

(4) Statement on research experience, achievement and future research plan: no more
than 3 pages of A4 paper in length including figures/tables.

(5) Statement on educational experience, achievement, motivation for the application to
this position and policy for education: no more than 2 pages of A4 paper in length
including figures/tables.

(6) Activities at academic societies and social places: memberships, awards, and other
significant activities must be listed.

(7) List of grant and funding: JSPS/MEXT KAKENHI and other grants/funds must be
listed. Indicate principal or collaborator.

(8) Reprints of up to five representative papers. These representative papers should be
marked in (3) list of works.

(9) Two reference persons: name, title, affiliation, and contact information (phone and e-
mail) must be shown.
